Talking Points: OUT OF AFGHANISTAN
Republicans=Iraq; Democrats=Afghanistan! NO! No such thing as a “Good War”.
According to RAWA, Afghan women want: 1) ALL foreign troops to leave; 2) ALL groups disarmed; 3) support for the independent and democratic forces.
We spend $100,000,000 a DAY occupying Afghanistan, murdering, torturing, raping. U.S. troops have killed as many if not more civilians than the Taliban or Northern Alliance. (NY Times)
Civilian deaths in Afghanistan rose by 40% in 2008.
Washington Post Poll of Afghan people: only 32% support U.S. troops; 44% want less troops while only 18% want more; 80% found air strikes unacceptable; 36% blame U.S. for violence and 27% blame the Taliban
There are three violent forces operating in Afghanistan: 1) Taliban; 2) Northern Alliance War Lords that we armed and funded in 2001 to defeat the Taliban, and we keep arming and funding including their private local militias; and 3) U.S. and Allied Soldiers.
We allegedly went into Afghanistan to find Osama Bin Laden. Thousands of Afghan civilians have been murdered since the U.S. invasion and occupation.
The U.S. has been working hard for 3 decades to destroy Afghanistan and her people.
More women have been imprisoned since the U.S. invasion than ever before. Most are being imprisoned for being victims of violence against them: victims of rape, of domestic violence, etc.
