Tips for Making the Campaign Work in your City

Set your Goals

At this late date, hopefully your goals are two-fold: 1) to get your City Council to adopt the Resolution before the first week of January; and 2) to get your State Assembly Member to either agree to co-author AJR36 or to vote yes in January when the Resolution comes up for adoption.

Start with Research 

We have learned to skip all the various commissions and go directly to your city council members. Identify the most progressive council members to the least progressive & begin at the top of the list to call them. Ask if they are willing to put the Resolution on the consent calendar for the NEXT city council meeting.

Make a Plan

Using your research, the information in this section and other information in the organizing packet make a plan that includes target dates, getting other folks to help, who will do what etc.

Have Regular Meetings

Get you folks together regularly to share information and create a sense of momentum.  It is important for people to see that something is being accomplished and that they are capable of doing the work.
