We of course want ALL of our troops home NOW, not just our Guard. · Endorsers from all walks of life, various organizations & groups including peace & justice, spiritual & religious,  military & veteran 

· Federal elected officials on board, as congress people

In the process of getting the above adopted and signed, we are also educating, organizing, and putting out the word in general. This is a strategy to end this war. We intend to designate 2006: Women Say ENOUGH! We end war, beginning with Call in Pink on January 16th; major demonstrations on March 8th; culminating May 14th in Washington D.C. as we surround congress until they vote no more money for war.
